CULTURAL FOUNDATION

The Bank of Cyprus Cultural Foundation
was established in 1984 and is the first
non-profit cultural foundation ever created
on the island by a banking organization.

It is housed in the old administrative building
of the Bank of Cyprus (1936), located

in the historic district of Faneromeni in the
old city of Nicosia. The Foundation's objectives
are to preserve and promote the cultural
and natural heritage of the island, both

in Cyprus and abroad, to promote the art,
archaeology, history, and literature of our
country, and to protect, preserve, and
enrich the collections.

The Foundation manages six Cypriot
collections, which are enriched, preserved,
and promoted through periodic exhibitions,
lectures, conferences, educational programs,
publications, research programs, and online.

« Numismatic Collection: Considered
one of the most valuable private numismatic
collections in Cyprus, it includes rare and
unigue coins dating from the 6th century BC
to the coins of the Republic of Cyprus.

« Cartographic Collection: It has over 400
maps and includes most of the known printed
maps of Cyprus, dating from the 16th to the
20th century.

« Collection of Engravings, Old Photographs,
and Postcards: The collection includes
engravings depicting landscapes, monuments, city
views, a series of watercolours of «Wildflowers
of Cyprus» by Elektra Megaw, old photographs
and postcards.

« Collection of Rare Books and Manuscripts:
Unigue examples of correspondence between
Frankish and Venetian merchants dating from
the 15th century, as well as manuscripts, old
prints, and printed editions dating from the 16th
to the 20th century.
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» Modern and Contemporary Art Collection:
The collection is comprised of works of art
(paintings, engravings, video art, sculptures,
and mixed media artworks) by established
Cypriot artists.

« Ethnographic Collection: It consists of unique
examples of Cypriot folk art, including
wood-carved furniture, ceramics, embroidery
and woven items, traditional costumes,
paintings, and jewelry.

THE FOUNDATION’S MUSEUMS:

« Museum of the History of Cypriot
Coinage: This is the only specialized
numismatic museum in Cyprus and includes
more than 500 coins issued from the 6th
century BC to the present day.

« Archaeological Museum of George and
Nefeli Giabra Pierides Collection (donated
by Clio and Solon Triantafyllides): The
collection includes more than 600 objects and
covers a wide range of Cypriot archaeology
from the Early Bronze Age (2500 BC) to the
Medieval period (16th century).

« Pierides Museum -Member of the
Bank of Cyprus Group: The oldest private
museum in Cyprus is housed in the
ancestral home of the Pierides family,

a colonial building built in 1815. The Museum'’s
collection was established by the Pierides
family and includes some of the most
representative cultural objects of the island.

At the Foundation's Agora Museum shop you
can find publications, replicas, and other items
inspired by its rich collections and museums.
